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2. General information

2.3. Source of financing of the public contract: state budget.
2.4. Procurement process is carried out under the Green Investment Scheme, which is funded from the agreement of sale and purchase of CO2 quota (AAUs) between the Republic of Estonia and Kingdom of Spain. As a result of current public procurement process new efficient buses shall be introduced which will help to popularize the use of public transport and reduce CO2 emissions caused by the transportation sector. 

2.5. The Public Procurement Act and its subordinate legislation are available in electronic format at: https://www.riigiteataja.ee and http://www.fin.ee.

2.6. The Contracting Authority ensures unrestricted and full electronic access to the Tender Specifications (TS) in the Public Procurement Register.

3. Participation in procurement procedure

3.1. Estonian Road Administration hereby issues an invitation to participate in the public procurement “Purchase of Buses for Public Regular Services” and to submit tenders in accordance with the conditions specified in the Contract Notice (CN) and in the TS.

3.2. A tender submitted by a tenderer shall include an offer of 22 buses of category M3, Class I, for urban regular service, and 78 buses of category M3, Class II, for county regular service.

3.3. By submitting the tender, the tenderer acknowledges that it accepts all conditions specified in the CN and TS, including the Technical Specifications in Annex III to the TS and the Draft Public Contract in Annex II to the TS, and submits the tender only on the circumstances on which the Contracting Authority requires competitive tenders.

3.4. If the tender is signed by a person or persons without a statutory right to represent the tenderer (e.g., a tender submitted by a legal person is signed by a person other than a member of the management board with the right to represent the legal person, as entered on the registration certificate of the commercial register), the tenderer shall include with the tender a power of attorney, complying with Format 1 in Annex I to the TS.

3.5. A tender may be submitted by persons separately or jointly.

3.6. The joint tenderers shall include a statement in the joint tender, confirming that they bear joint and several liability for the performance of the public contract.

3.7. The tenderer shall be either the manufacturer of offered buses or hold manufacturer’s authorization in which the manufacturer of the buses confirms that tenderer has the right, as of the date of submission of the tender, to submit a tender for marketing the buses of the manufacturer in Estonia in the volume of this public procurement and the tenderer is an authorised representative of the manufacturer.

3.8. The tenderer shall include in the tender a declaration confirming that the tenderer holds any intellectual property rights that may be required for the performance of the public contract.

3.9. The tenderer shall indicate in the tender the extent to which the Tenderer intends to perform the public contract through subcontracting agreements, including the names of the envisaged subcontractors that would participate directly in the performance of the public contract, as well as information on the scope and nature of the part of the public contract for which the Tenderer intends to enter into subcontracting agreements. The tenderer shall submit a list of subcontractors according to Format 8 in Annex I to the TS.

3.9.1. If subcontracting is used, the tenderer shall also submit, together with the list of subcontractors according to Format 8 in Annex I to the TS a consent of the subcontractor to perform subcontracting according to Format 8a.

3.10. The tenderer shall include in the tender a confirmation that the bases of exclusion from procurement procedure, as specified in § 38 (1) (1-4) of the Public Procurement Act, are not applicable to the subcontractors who would be directly involved in the performance of the public contract. 

3.11. The tenderer shall include a confirmation that the tenderer will use a subcontractor, who is not included on the list of subcontractors, in performance of an essential part of the volume of the public contract (at least 5 % of the value of the tender) only upon the consent of the contracting authority pursuant to the receipt of the confirmation on the absence of the bases of elimination from the procurement procedure regarding them. 

3.12. The tenderer shall use the formats provided in Annex I to the TS and any other relevant documents to prove its qualifications and the absence of the bases of elimination from the procurement procedure as required by the CN.

3.13. The documents used to prove the qualifications and the absence of the bases of elimination from the procurement procedure shall comply with the provisions of clause 8.1 of the TS.

4. Technical specifications

4.1. The technical specifications of the public procurement are provided in Annex III to the TS and they comprise technical specifications of the urban regular service buses of category M3, Class I, and county regular service buses of category M3, Class II.

5. The language of the tender

5.1. The tender shall be prepared in Estonian language.

5.2. The documents for proving the qualifications and the absence of the bases of elimination from the procurement procedure shall be submitted in the language specified in clause 4.1.

5.3. Documents, which have been prepared in a language other than the language specified in clause 4.1, shall be supplied with a translation to the language specified in clause 4.1, authenticated by a sworn translator or by a notary public and bearing the translator’s signature. The translation shall be appended after the document itself.

5.4. Documents referred to in sections 7.4.2,  7.4.5, and subsections 11 and 12 of section 8.1.4 may be submitted in original language of those documents and requirement of clause 4.3 does not apply to those documents.
6. Tender security 

6.1. The Contracting Authority requires a tender security from the tenderer. The tenderer shall submit the tender security as a guarantee of a credit, financial or insurance institution for the amount of 2,500,000 (two million five hundred thousand) kroons or the equivalent amount in euros, calculated according to the official exchange rate of the Bank of Estonia (1 euro = 15,6466 kroons), or the tenderer shall deposit the aforementioned amount for the term of validity of the tender on the current account of the Ministry of Finance, acc. no. 10 220 034 799 018 SEB (IBAN EE89 1010 2200 3479 9018, BIC or SWIFT code EEUHEE2X), reference number 3100053190, with the explanation “Maanteeamet Tender security for ‘Purchase of Buses for Public Regular Services’”.

6.2. The Contracting Authority shall not return the tender security to the tenderer or shall exercise the guarantee if the tenderer withdraws the tender during the term of validity of the tender.

7. Conditions and term of the public contract

7.1. The delivery term for the buses shall be “DDP Tallinn” (Incoterms 2000).

7.2. The Contracting Authority and the tenderer who submitted the successful tender shall enter into the public contract, a draft of which is provided in Annex II to the TS.

7.3. The expected amount of buses which shall be purchased under current public procurement is 22 buses of category M3, Class I, for urban regular service, and 78 buses of category M3, Class II, for county regular service. The contracting authority has the right to increase or reduce the number of purchased M3 category, Class II buses, for county regular service in case the value of the successful tender exceeds or falls below the estimated value of the procurement €17 100 000 (excl. VAT). The final number of M3 category, Class II buses, for county regular service shall be stipulated in the public contract between contracting authority and successful tenderer. 
7.4. The envisaged starting date of the performance of the public contract is 07 February 2011, and the delivery term is 21 months, which shall be followed by a warranty period of at least 24 months. The exact delivery schedule of the buses is set out in clause 2.3 of the Technical Specifications, Annex III to the TS.
8. The structure for submitting the cost of the tender and technical specifications

8.1. The tenderer shall submit the cost of the tender in the form of a price offer according to Format 6 in Annex I to the TS.

8.2. The price offer shall be compiled according to the price offer structure specified on Format 7 in Annex I to the TS. The amounts in the price offer and in the price offer structure shall be indicated in euros, with the accuracy of one euro. The prices in the price offer structure shall be exclusive of value-added tax.

8.3. The indicated cost of the buses shall include all expenses required for the delivery of the buses to the Contracting Authority. 

8.4. The tenderer shall submit a technical description of the tender, providing a detailed description of the buses offered, incl. their design, level of equipment and compliance with the requirements in the Technical Specifications in Annex III to the TS.
The technical description of the tender shall be prepared using the following structure:

8.4.1. Technical details of the Class I, category M3 urban regular service buses and of the Class II, category M3 county regular service buses, together with any required diagrams, drawings and explanations; 

The technical descriptions of the buses shall include at least the following information:

a) general technical specifications of the buses; 

b) description of the general design of the buses (body design, body assembly method, materials used, type and thickness of thermal insulation used in the body, etc.);

c) detailed information on the anti-corrosion method used for the protection of the bodywork, specifying, among other things, the procedure and sequence of applying protective layers on the bodywork during the manufacturing process;

d) details of the main assembly units;

e) details on the systems and equipment used in the buses;

f) details on the interior fittings, finishing and the respective materials used;

g) details on technical accessories (incl. equipment for facilitating access to persons with reduced mobility, air conditioning, automatic headlight switching device, electrically heated windscreen, LED route displays, security cameras etc.);

h) drawings of the buses, incl. general layout and front, side and rear views;

i) basic dimensions of the buses, incl. the positions and dimensions of doors;

j) seating layout in the passenger compartment;

k) heights of the floors and doors from the ground, heights of any stairs;

l) ground clearance of the buses (height of the lowest point from the ground);

8.4.2. In order to verify that the offered buses comply with the requirements set out in Directive 2007/46/EC of the European Parliament and of the Council for vehicles of category M3 and have the appropriate separate directive or regulation EC type-approval certificates or valid whole vehicle type approval certificate, the tenderer shall submit information package (within the meaning of directive 2007/46/EC) which contains separate directive or regulation EC type approval certificates, required for vehicles of category M3 set out the Annex IV of above mentioned directive. Aforementioned document shall be submitted for both types of buses (Class I and Class II) in digital format on a CD-ROM which shall be attached to tender.
8.4.3. The tenderer’s confirmation of the validity period of the general warranty on the buses with the accuracy of one calendar month, and warranty conditions (clause 3.1 of the Technical Specifications, Annex III to the TS); 

8.4.4. The tenderer’s confirmation of the validity period of the warranty on bus bodyworks (clause 3.2 of the Technical Specifications, Annex III to the TS); 

8.4.5. A copy of the engine type-approval certificate, complying with Directive 2005/55/EC of the European Parliament and of the Council (clause 3.4 of the Technical Specifications, Annex III to the TS). Separate copies of the engine type-approval certificate shall be submitted for the offered Class I buses of category M3 and Class II buses of category M3, and the certificates shall include at least the following information:

8.4.5.1. bus engine smoke opacity, determined on the ELR test (K-number of the diesel engine);

8.4.5.2. bus engine ESC test results;

8.4.6. Description of the maintenance work and the associated number of working hours required during the first 200,000 kilometres of mileage (clause 3.5 of the Technical Specifications, Annex III to the TS); 

8.4.7. Description of how the repair and maintenance service will be provided (clause 3.6 of the Technical Specifications, Annex III to the TS). One of the documents listed below shall be submitted as proof of the provision of repair and maintenance services for the offered buses:

a) A list, complying with Format 5 in Annex I to the TS, specifying the repair and maintenance centres, which the tenderer intends to use to provide maintenance and repair of the supplied buses, together with a list and description of the respective services;

b) If the tenderer itself will not provide the maintenance and repair services for the supplied buses, an agreement for the provision of maintenance and repair services, signed by the tenderer and a subcontractor representing the manufacturer of the buses, together with a list complying with Format 5 in Annex I to the TS, specifying the repair and maintenance centres and description of the respective services; 
c) A list and description of the maintenance and repair services, together with a signed confirmation of the tenderer, in which the tenderer undertakes to ensure provision of the described repair and maintenance services at the locations specified in clause 3.6.1.1 of Annex III to the TS by the date of delivery of the first buses at the latest. The tenderer shall also submit a signed confirmation, in which the tenderer undertakes to submit to the Contracting Authority, within three months from signing the public contract, any agreements with subcontractors for the provision of maintenance and repair services, as well as the document, issued to the subcontractor by the manufacturer of the buses, proving the right of the subcontractor to represent the manufacturer. If the tenderer is unable to submit the aforementioned documents within the specified term, the Contracting Authority shall have the right to terminate the public contract. 

8.4.8. A description of ensuring the supply of spare parts for the buses (clause 3.7 of the Technical Specifications, Annex III to the TS);

8.4.9. Confirmation of the tenderer, in which the tenderer undertakes to supply the Contracting Authority with spare parts for the offered buses for at least 15 years after delivery of the buses (clause 3.8 of the Technical Specifications, Annex III to the TS);

8.4.10. If the offered buses can run on diesel fuel containing 7 % of biodiesel, the tenderer shall submit a respective confirmation, signed by the manufacturer of the bus engines (clause 3.3. of the Technical Specifications, Annex III to the TS).
8.4.11. If offered buses are equipped with dual zone AC, the tenderer shall submit a respective confirmation to that effect (clause 3.9. of the Technical Specifications, Annex III to the TS).
8.4.12. If offered buses are equipped with automatic headlight switching device, the tenderer shall submit a respective confirmation to that effect (clause 3.10. of the Technical Specifications, Annex III to the TS).
8.4.13. If offered buses are equipped with electrically heated windscreens, the tenderer shall submit a respective confirmation to that effect (clause 3.11. of the Technical Specifications, Annex III to the TS).

8.4.14. If category M3, Class II county regular service buses offered by tenderer are equipped with LED route displays, the tenderer shall submit a respective confirmation to that effect (clause 3.12. of the Technical Specifications, Annex III to the TS).

8.4.15. If category M3, Class I urban regular service buses offered by tenderer are equipped security camera systems, the tenderer shall submit a respective confirmation to that effect (clause 3.13. of the Technical Specifications, Annex III to the TS).

9. Structure of the tender, list of required documents and requirements for marking the tender

9.1. Structure of the tender and list of required documents:

9.1.1. The tender shall be submitted on paper, size A4, and in a bound form. As an exception, documents referred to in section 7.4.2 shall be submitted digitally on CD –ROM attached to a tender.
9.1.2. All pages shall be printed, shall have continuous page numbers and shall be signed by a representative of the tenderer.

9.1.3. Any corrections or insertions in the tender documents are not permitted.

9.1.4. A tender with appended documents required for verification of qualifications and the absence of the bases of elimination from the procurement procedure shall comprise only the required documents as listed below and shall be compiled in accordance with the following structure:

1) Title page;

2) Table of contents;

3) Valid certificate of registration with the commercial register or a valid copy of such certificate of registration
, indicating the persons who have the right to represent the legal person;

4) A power of attorney for signing any documents
, complying with Format 1 in Annex I to the TS (if required);

5) A power of attorney for representing a joint tenderer
, complying with Format 2 in Annex I to the TS (if required);

6) A confirmation on the individual status of the tenderer
, complying with Format 3 in Annex I to the TS;

7) Certificate of the Tax and Customs Board or a corresponding competent authority of the country of location of the tenderer
;

8) Certificate of the local tax authority of the tenderer or a corresponding competent authority of the country of location of the tenderer
;

9) If the tenderer is not registered with the Estonian commercial register, extracts from the tenderer’s audited (if applicable) annual reports of the last three years (2007-2009), including the balance sheet, income statement, management report, and auditor’s report
;

10) List of contracts for the delivery of the buses, complying with Format 4 in Annex I to the TS;

11) Valid ISO 9001 or equivalent quality management system certificate which has been issued to tenderer;
12) Valid ISO 14001 or equivalent environmental management system certificate which has been issued to tenderer;
13) Price offer, complying with Format 6 in Annex I to the TS;

14) Price offer structure, complying with Format 7 in Annex I to the TS;

15) Technical description of the tender as specified in clause 7.4 of TS; 

16) Tender security;

17) If the tenderer is not the manufacturer of the offered buses, the tenderer shall submit an original copy of the manufacturer’s confirmation to the Contracting Authority, in which the manufacturer of the buses confirms that:

a) the tenderer has the right, as of the date of submission of the tender, to submit the tender for marketing the buses of the manufacturer in Estonia in the volume of this public procurement and the tenderer is an authorised representative of the manufacturer;

b) the offered buses are, as of the date of submission of the tender, in serial production and the manufacturer of the buses does not intend to discontinue the production of the buses and will ensure supply of spare parts for the buses for 15 years after delivery of the buses;

18) A list of subcontractors, complying with Format 8 in Annex I to the TS
;

19) A consent of the subcontractor to the performance of subcontracting, complying with Format 8a in Annex I to the TS.

9.2. Requirements for marking the tender:

9.2.1. The tender shall be submitted in 3 copies (1 original and 2 copies of the original) in one sealed package, taking measures to eliminate any doubts about possible preceding opening of the package. The title page of the original of the tender should bear the note ‘Original’ and a copy should bear the note ‘Copy’. In case of differences between the original and the copies, the original shall be considered accurate.

9.2.2. The tenderer shall include the following information on the package of the tender:

· Pärnu maantee 463a, 10916 Tallinn, Estonia;

· TENDER: Purchase of Buses for Public Regular Services;

· Name, registry code and address of the tenderer (in case of joint tender, names, registry codes and addresses of all tenderers) and optionally also the e-mail address and fax number of the tenderer;
· Do not open before 28.12.2010 at 13:15.

10. Tender validity period

10.1. The tender shall be valid for 120 calendar days from the due date of submission of tenders.

11. Additional information on the Contract Notice and Tender Specifications

11.1. A meeting to present the TS will be held on 30 November 2010 at 13:00 in Estonian Road Administration, room 115, at Pärnu mnt 463a, 10916 Tallinn, Estonia.

11.2. Additional explanations on the contents of the CN and TS can be obtained by sending a written request to Andry Palu, Head of the Procurement Division of Estonian Road Administration, at Pärnu mnt 463a, 10916 Tallinn. Inquires sent to fax number (+372) 611 9360 or to the e-mail address andry.palu@mnt.ee or riigihange@mnt.ee shall be also considered as written requests. 

11.3. The Contracting Authority shall ensure access to any explanations on the CN and TS and to other information communicated before the due date for submission of tenders in the Public Procurement Register and shall send such information to interested parties.

12. Submission of tenders

12.1. The due date for submission of tenders shall be 28 December 2010 at 13:00.

12.2. Tenders shall be submitted to the Secretary of Estonian Road Administration at Pärnu maantee 463a, 10916 Tallinn, Estonia.

12.3. The tenderer shall be responsible for timely submission of the tender.

12.4. The tenderer shall bear any costs associated with the preparation and submission of the tender.

12.5. Upon receipt of a tender, the Contracting Authority shall issue the tenderer a written (signed) certificate of receipt, which shall include the name of the Contracting Authority, the date and time of receipt of the tender, the name and registry code of the tenderer as displayed on the package of the tender, and the name of the public procurement. If required, the Contracting Authority may include in the certificate of receipt comments about the package of the tender.

12.6. Tenders received after the due date referred to in clause 11.1 of the TS shall not be considered. A certificate, complying with clause 11.5 of the TS, may be issued on such tenders at the request of the tenderer and the unopened tender shall be returned to the tenderer at the location of the Contracting Authority.

12.6.1. A tender, which is subject to return, shall be kept by the Contracting Authority until it is returned or for three months after the due date for submission of tenders, whichever is earlier.

12.7. The tenderer may withdraw the submitted tender by submitting a corresponding written notification to the Contracting Authority before the due date referred to in clause 11.1 of the TS.

12.8. The tenderer may submit a new tender within the term specified in clause 11.1 of the TS. Submission of a new tender does not invalidate any previous tenders of the same tenderer, unless they have been withdrawn in accordance with clause 11.7.

12.9. The Contracting authority shall not be responsible for possible misplacement or premature opening of or failure to open a tender package, which is not bearing the required information.

13. Opening of tenders

13.1. Tenders will be opened on 28 December 2010 at 13:15 in Estonian Road Administration, room 115, at Pärnu mnt 463a, 10916 Tallinn.

13.2. Tenders to be opened during the opening of tenders shall include tenders, which have been submitted by the due date specified in clause 11.1 of the TS and have not been withdrawn in accordance with clause 11.7 of the TS.

13.3. Tenders shall be opened in the order in which they were submitted, starting from the tender that was submitted first.

13.4. The opening of tenders shall be performed in accordance with the Public Procurement Act, incl. § 46 and § 58.

13.5. The tenderers and authorised representatives of the tenderers shall have the right to attend the opening of tenders. The representative of the tenderer must be able to prove his/her right of representation. Persons attending the opening of tenders shall be recorded on a registration sheet of the opening of tenders.

13.6. The procedure of the opening of tenders shall be recorded in the minutes of opening of tenders, which shall include the names of persons attending the opening of tenders in addition to the information specified in § 46 (2) of the Public Procurement Act.

14. Qualification of tenderers

14.1. Tenderers shall be qualified in accordance with the provisions of Chapter 2, Title 2, of the Public Procurement Act, taking into account the qualification criteria specified in the CN.

15. Verification of compliance of tenders

15.1. The Contracting Authority verifies the compliance of tenders submitted by the qualified tenderers, which are opened pursuant to the procedure stipulated in § 46 of the Public Procurement Act, with the terms provided in the CN and TS in accordance with § 47-48 of the Public Procurement Act.

15.2. The Contracting Authority shall reject a tender if it does not comply with the requirements set out in the CN or TS. The Contracting Authority may declare a tender to be compliant if it contains no substantive deviations from the aforementioned requirements.

15.3. The Contracting Authority shall not declare a tender compliant if the tender includes different bus types among the buses of the same class.

16. Bases of rejection of all tenders

16.1. The Contracting Authority reserves the right to reject all tenders in the following cases:

16.1.1. The cost of all submitted tenders exceeds the expected value of the public contract;

16.1.2. The cost of all submitted tenders exceeds the financing capacity of the Contracting Authority. 

17. Evaluation criteria, evaluation of tenders and declaration of a successful tender

17.1. The Contracting Authority evaluates the tenders according to § 50 and § 53 of the Public Procurement Act.

17.2. The Contracting Authority shall evaluate all tenders, which have been declared compliant. The Contracting Authority shall evaluate the tenders on the basis of economic advantage. The successful tender will be the tender, which receives the highest points score according to the evaluation criteria and relative weights specified in this chapter.

17.3. A committee of seven members will be established to evaluate compliant tenders against the criteria specified in this chapter in order to identify the economically most advantageous tender.

17.4. The following evaluation criteria and relative weights shall be used in the evaluation of tenders:

17.5. Based on the value points, a tender shall be evaluated as follows:

17.5.1. Value of the tender: the tender with the lowest price shall receive 55 evaluation points. Other tenders shall receive points according to the formula: (lowest price / price of the tender under evaluation) x 55 points = number of evaluation points.

17.5.2. Length of the general warranty period: Length of general warranty period of offered buses shall be evaluated on the basis of the weighted average length of class I and class II buses, calculated according to the following formula:

Length of general warrantyaverage = length of the general warranty on Class I urban regular service buses*22/100 + length of the general warranty on Class II county regular service buses*78/100.

(where 22/100 is the relative weight of Class I buses in the total number of buses and 78/100 is the relative weight of Class II buses in the total number of buses)

tenders shall receive evaluation points according to the following table:

17.5.3. Bus engine smoke opacity (diesel engine K-number): The engine smoke opacity shall be evaluated on the basis of the ELR test data as indicated on the engine type-approval certificate to be submitted by the tenderer in accordance with Directive 2005/55/EC of the European Parliament and of the Council.

The tenderer shall submit the engine type-approval certificates for both, category M3, Class I buses and category M3, Class II buses. Evaluation shall be based on the weighted average smoke opacity indicator of Class I and Class II buses, calculated according to the following formula:

Smoke opacityaverage =engine  smoke opacity of Class I urban regular service 
buses (m-1)*22/100 + engine smoke opacity of Class II county regular service buses 
(m-1)*78/100
(where 22/100 is the relative weight of Class I buses in the total number of buses and 78/100 is the relative weight of Class II buses in the total number of buses)

The tender with the lowest weighted average engine smoke opacity indicator shall receive 5 evaluation points. Other tenders shall receive points according to the formula: lowest weighted average engine smoke opacity / weighted average engine smoke opacity of the tender under evaluation x 5 points = number of evaluation points.

17.5.4. Volume of repair and maintenance services for offered buses in working hours during the first 200,000 km of mileage: Evaluation of the volume of maintenance work for one bus shall be evaluated on the basis of the weighted average volume of maintenance work of offered buses during the first 200,000 km of mileage, calculated according to the following formula:

Volume of maintenance workaverage = volume of maintenance work of one Class I urban regular service bus per first 200,000 km of mileage*22/100 + volume of maintenance work of one Class II county regular service bus per first 200,000 km of mileage*78/100.

(where 22/100 is the relative weight of Class I buses in the total number of buses and 78/100 is the relative weight of Class II buses in the total number of buses)
The tender with the lowest weighted average volume of maintenance hours shall receive 5 evaluation points. Other tenders shall receive points according to the formula: lowest weighted average volume of maintenance hours / weighted average volume of maintenance hours in the tender under evaluation x 5 = evaluation points.
17.5.5. Conditions of providing repair and maintenance service for the buses and the system for the supply of spare parts: 

17.5.5.1. A tender shall receive 1 evaluation point if the tenderer ensures provision of repair services for the offered buses, as specified in clause 3.6.2.2 in Annex III to the Tender Specifications, for at least 12 hours, between 6:00 and 20:00, on business days. The tenderer shall submit a confirmation, specifying that the respective repair service will be provided at least during the warranty period of the buses.
17.5.5.2. A tender shall receive 1 evaluation point if the tenderer ensures provision of repair services for the offered buses, as specified in clause 3.6.2.2 in Annex III to the Tender Specifications, in addition to business days also for at least 6 hours, between 7:00 and 17:00, on weekends and holidays. The tenderer shall submit a confirmation to that effect, specifying that the respective repair service will be provided at least during the warranty period of the buses.
17.5.5.3.  A tender shall receive 2 evaluation points if the tenderer ensures provision of the mobile repair service, specified in clause 3.6.3.2 of Annex III to the Tender Specifications, for the offered buses. The tenderer shall submit a confirmation to that effect, specifying that the mobile repair service will be provided at least during the warranty period of the buses.
17.5.5.4. A tender shall receive 1 evaluation point if provision of repair and maintenance services for the offered buses will be ensured in at least two different repair locations in Harju County. One of such repair locations must be situated in Tallinn and the other outside the city of Tallinn.
17.5.5.5. A tender shall receive 1 evaluation point if provision of repair and maintenance services for the offered buses will be ensured in at least two different repair locations in Ida-Virumaa. These repair locations must be situated in different settlements. 
17.5.5.6. Relative weight of the capacity of the tenderer to ensure delivery of chassis and body parts within 24 hours (per cent of the entire range of undercarriage and body parts): 

A tender, which ensures the delivery of the highest percentage of chassis and body parts within 24 hours, shall receive 3 points. Other tenders shall receive points according to the formula: (largest percentage of parts with a 24-hour delivery term / percentage of parts with a 24-hour delivery term in the tender under evaluation) x 3 points = number of evaluation points.

17.5.6. Other technical properties of the buses: 

17.5.6.1. A tender shall receive up to 6 evaluation points if the engines of the offered buses comply with the emission limits applicable to EURO V enhanced environment-friendly vehicles (EEV) as specified in Directive 2005/55/EC of the European Parliament and of the Council. The tenderer shall prove compliance with this requirement by submitting an engine type-approval certificate according to Directive 2005/55/EC of the European Parliament and of the Council.

If only the engines of the offered category M3, Class I urban regular service buses comply with the aforementioned requirement, the tender shall receive 2 evaluation point, and if only the engines of the offered category M3, Class II county regular service buses comply with the aforementioned requirement, the tender shall receive 4 evaluation points. The tender shall receive 6 evaluation points if the engines of both, the offered category M3 Class I urban regular service buses and category M3, Class II county regular service buses comply with the aforementioned requirement.

17.5.6.2. A tender shall receive up to 5 evaluation points if the tender is accompanied by a confirmation from the manufacturer of the engines of the offered buses, specifying that the engine may be used without modification with the diesel fuel, complying with the standard EVS-EN 590:2009+NA:2009 (i.e., the Estonian translation of the corresponding European standard). According to clause 5.3 of the standard, diesel fuel may contain up to 7 % of fatty acid methyl esters (FAME) described in standard EN 14214 (Estonian standard EVS-EN 14214:2009) and the use of such fuel may not affect the validity of the engine warranty. 

If the engine manufacturer has issued such confirmation only with regard to the offered category M3, Class I urban regular service buses, the tender shall receive 1 evaluation point and if the engine manufacturer has issued such confirmation only with regard to the offered category M3, Class II county regular service buses, the tender shall receive 4 evaluation points. If the engine manufacturer has issued such confirmation with regard to both, the offered category M3, Class I urban regular service buses and category M3, Class II county regular service buses, the tender shall receive 5 evaluation points.

17.5.6.3. Bus body warranty. A tender shall receive up to 3 points, based on the length of the warranty on the body of the bus. Evaluation points shall be allocated on the basis of the weighted average length of the body warranty on the offered category M3, Class I buses and category M3, Class II buses, which shall be calculated according to the following formula:
Body warrantyaverage = length of the body warranty on Class I urban regular service buses*22/100 + length of the body warranty on Class II county regular service buses*78/100.

(where 22/100 is the relative weight of Class I buses in the total number of buses and 78/100 is the relative weight of Class II buses in the total number of buses)

Based on the weighted average length of the body warranty on the offered buses, the tenders will receive evaluation points according to the following table:

17.5.6.4. A tender shall receive 1 evaluation point if the offered category M3, Class I urban regular service buses are equipped with dual zone (driver’s cab and passenger compartment) air conditioning equipment, which enables automated regulation of interior temperature. 

17.5.6.5. A tender shall receive 2 evaluation points if the offered category M3, Class II county regular service buses are equipped with dual zone (driver’s cab and passenger compartment) air conditioning equipment, which enables automated regulation of interior temperature.

17.5.6.6.  A tender shall receive 1 evaluation point if all offered buses (i.e. both - category M3, Class I urban regular service buses and category M3, Class II county regular service buses) are equipped with automatic headlight switching device specified in clause 3.10 of Annex III to the Tender Specifications .
17.5.6.7. A tender shall receive 1 evaluation point if the offered category M3, Class II county regular service buses are equipped with LED route displays as specified in clause 3.12 of Annex III to the Tender Specifications.
17.5.6.8. A tender shall receive 0,5 evaluation points if all offered buses (i.e. both - category M3, Class I urban regular service buses and category M3, Class II county regular service buses) are equipped with electrically heated windscreens.
17.5.6.9. A tender shall receive 0,5 evaluation points if the offered M3, Class I urban regular service buses are equipped with camera surveillance system specified in clause 3.13 of Annex III to the Tender Specifications.
17.6. The calculated evaluation points shall be rounded to the hundredths place (i.e., two decimal places) according to standard mathematical rules.

17.7. The total number of evaluation points, indicating the economic advantageousness of the tender, shall be calculated by adding up all the evaluation points given to the tender in question under all evaluation criteria. 

17.8. If two or more tenders have the same points score, the tender with the lowest price shall be declared successful.

18. Award of the public contract

18.1. The Contracting Authority and the tenderer, who submitted the successful tender, may enter into the public contract no sooner than 14 calendar days after the Contracting Authority sent out the written notification concerning the declaration of the successful tender.

18.2. The Contracting Authority and the tenderer, who submitted the successful tender, shall sign the public contract in a digital format either simultaneously or at different times, depending on the agreement between the parties.

18.3. If the public contract is signed at different times, the period from the date of submission of the public contract to the tenderer for signing to the date of return of the signed public contract to the Contracting Authority may not exceed 15 calendar days. If the tenderer fails to sign the public contract or fails to return the signed public contract to the Contracting Authority within the specified term, the Contracting Authority shall consider the tender as withdrawn due to reasons not resulting from the Contracting Authority.

18.4. If the public contract cannot be signed in a digital format, the Contracting Authority shall, after expiry of the term specified in clause 17.1 of the TS, send to the tenderer, who submitted the successful tender, two signed copies of the public contract.

18.5. The tenderer, who submitted the successful tender, shall return a signed copy of the public contract to the Contracting Authority within 15 calendar days from the receipt of the copies of the public contract. The public contract shall be considered as delivered after three calendar days from the date of mailing. If the tenderer fails to return the signed public contract within the specified term, the Contracting Authority shall consider the tender as withdrawn due to reasons not resulting from the Contracting Authority.

18.6. If only one tenderer submitted a tender, the Contracting Authority may award the public contract without regard to the term specified in clause 17.1 of the TS.

18.7. Upon agreement, the Contracting Authority and the tenderer, who submitted the successful tender, may sign the public contract simultaneously, without regard to the procedure of sending and returning the public contract as specified in clauses 17.3 to 17.5 of the TS.

19. Appeals and complaints

19.1. Any appeals and complaints shall be submitted and processed according to Chapter 7 of the Public Procurement Act.
