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1. DATOS GENERALES SOBRE CAMBODIA Y SU RELACION CON EL BASD.

Camboya es un pais que cuenta con
una poblacién total estimada en el ejer-
cicio de 2008 de 14,63 millones de habi-
tantes, de los cuales, se estima que
aproximadamente el 20,9% residen en
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En cuanto a la relacion del BAsD con Camboya, éste ha sido uno de los Estados fundadores
del BAsD en 1966. Sin embargo, durante el periodo de conflictos en Camboya, apenas se
realizé ningun tipo de proyecto de desarrollo. A 31 de Diciembre de 2008, el total de fondos
aportados por el BAsD en proyectos de desarrollo ha alcanzado 1.214,63 millones de ddla-
res americanos, repartidos de la siguiente forma:

* 1.001,14 millones de dodlares americanos en 46 contratos de bienes y servicios.
114,11 millones de ddlares americanos en 10 donaciones
* 99,38 millones de ddélares americanos en 151 contratos de consultoria

Las prioridades de desarrollo del BAsD en Camboya pasan por el desarrollo econémico, el
desarrollo de la inclusion social y las buenas practicas de gobierno. Mas recientemente, el
BAsD ha centrado sus esfuerzos en los sectores de agricultura y desarrollo del entorno rural.
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2. DATOS GENERALES SOBRE LAOS Y SU RELACION CON EL BASD.

Laos, con una poblacion estimada en 6.677.534 habitantes (2008) esta calificado como uno
de los paises con menor grado de libertad econdémica del sudeste asiatico. Pese a ello, la
economia del pais crecidé un 7,2% en 2006 siendo el 35° pais en crecimiento del PIB ese

ano.

La presencia de empresas privadas se ha incre-
mentado de manera significativa desde media-
dos de los afos ochenta. Actualmente un 80%
de la poblacion se dedica a la agricultura de
subsistencia. El pais tiene una gran variedad
étnica, siendo

la Etnia Lao es la mas representada con cerca
del 70% de la poblacion. Este término también
es usado para referirse a la lengua dominante y
oficial del pais, el lao, que convive con el francés.

Laos se unié al BAsD el mismo afio de su funda-
cion (1966) y hasta Diciembre de 2008 ha recibi-
do un total de 1.211 millones de dodlares en
préstamos y 118,1 millones de dodlares en asis-
tencias técnicas.n los afos setenta y ochenta la
mayoria de los proyectos se centraron en la me-
jora de las infraestructuras de transportes y
energia (clave para el desarrollo posterior del re-
sto de sectores) asi como en el sector agricola
como base del sustento de su economia. A fina-
les de los ochenta el Banco empezo a invertir en
el desarrollo del sector financiero y mas tarde en
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el desarrollo de las zonas rurales, el desarrollo social y el desarrollo medio ambiental.

numero de referencia del proyecto, etc, tanto para contratos de consultoria como pa-
ra los contratos de préstamos.

» Paralelamente, el listado de proyectos que se presenta en esta cartera, es un listado
tentativo que muestra todos aquellos proyectos que el BAsD podria licitar en los Es-
tados de Camboya y de Laos para los préximos ejercicios de 2010, 2011 y 2012.
